Andrea Jordens, Vertragliche Regelungen von Arbeiten im spéten griechisch-sprachi-
schen Agypten, Heidelberg 1990 (Carl Winter-Universititsverlag), pp. 410+16 plates

Miss Jordens’ dissertation deals with “Contracts for Work in Late Greek-Speak-
ing Egypt”. She also takes this opportunity of editing or re-editing several texts
drawn from the Heidelberg Papyrus-Sammlung, the Papyrological Institute "G. Vi-
telli”, the Egyptian Museum of Cairo, and the British Museum. These texts are listed
under the abbreviation P. Heid. V.

The texts offer a great variety of contracts giving substantial information on
every kind of employee relations. It appears that they increased condiderably in
number during the Byzantine period up to and after the Arab conquest of Egypt, a
fact which demonstrates the development of working relationships.

The first part (pp. 19-121 ) includes 7 contracts for work (uicwcic Epyav), 1
lease of water-supply work, 4 leases of loans with distribution of crops, 7 contracts
